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Abstract

The stage of Early Childhood is a decisive period for the foundation of holistic
development process of the child. Hence directions pre school education towards a refined
path emphasizing required competencies that child need to achieve via Pre School is
necessary.

To achieve the four objectives of research literature was surveyed on the theatrical
and research background on the theme of pre school. There is a dearth of local literature
and as a result the researcher tried to concentrate on foreign literature. According to
literature background there were important factors. The value of early childhood education,
especially education that focuses on the pre school years, has been emphasized for over
2000 years. Writers from every historical epoch have noted the malleable nature of
children in what we now tern the pre school years. Writers have also considered
socialization and educational experiences important to children‘s development as valued
and productive members of society. Maria Montessori may be seen as the intellectual
successor to Rousseau, Oberlin, and Froebel within the European “School of Nature”. Her
interest in early education emerged from her interest in applying the sensory training
techniques of Itard and Seguin to her own work with severely retarded and insane children.

Data were collected in two steps. During the first pace data were collected based on
a preliminary list of competencies. During the second pace a sub sample was used to list
out the final competencies that was used for the research. Data were collected from thirty
pre schools, 100 pre school teachers, thirty school with primary section and hundred
teachers. In addition got academic person for advance advice. 10% sample was used in 2
pace.
