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SYNOPSIS.

Neise is the most ocommon pellutant in man's general and
working environment., However, many are not aware of the
hagaxds of this universal pollutant. Noise oan cause irreparalle
damage to the egr when it is exposed to noise. The intensity
of noise ie, the noise pressure level and . the time of exposure
only determine whether the particular noise to which the ear
is exposed could make a person deaf. Deafness due to noise
expesure cannot be remedied,

A large rumber of research werkers have reperted en the impact ¢
of noise en factory workers., (Singleten,1958;Sataleff,1957;CIS
Information Sheet 17,1966; Burns and Rebinsen,1970; P.Sutten,1971;

110 Report, 1977).

These workers have revealed $hat the factery werker whe is
exposed to eight hours eof noise in a factory and working five days a
week became deaf ultimately. However, ne works have been reperted an
hearing levels of school children who have been expoged to noise for

55 days per week.

Working with school children especially theose whe are exposed
to rather high community noise in the towne in my earcer, I felt the
need to study the effeet of noise en their hearing levels, The survey
wag carried out in the envirenment of three secendary scheels in order
to investigate how the nabise in the respeotive environment has affected
the hearing level of students in the age groups 16 - 18, A camparative
study of the hearing level of students of these schools which had neisy
environments with these of quieter environments was made., Besides the
hearing level of those children who have been in the same scheol for 10
years or more was compared with these who were in the same school fer £
lese than § years,
