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Summary

The introduction of SBA into the Sri Lankan School system in 1998 has paved the way
for the school to produce a set of teachers and students full of competencies, giving effect to
the interlinked process of teaching, learning, and evaluation for the qualitative development

of the school system in Sri Lanka.

This research study which is executed to look into the all aspects of SBA at the
level of its implementation in the classroom, has tried out to achieve the following

objectives:

I. To identify nature and the objectives of the SBA programme

To examine the tools and the nature of assessment the teachers of Grades from 6to 11l
use under the SBA.

3. To examine whether there is any discrimination of the quality of assessment depending
on the Grade/s of school/s.

4. To study the problems and difficulties the teachers have to under go in the practice of
SBA in the Classroom.

5. To inquire into the views and attitudes of the Teachers and Principals about the SBA
programme.

6. To inquire into the views and attitudes of the students about the SBA at the Classroom
level.

7. To present views and suggestions to strengthen further the process of assessment.

The problem of study is firstly discussed in the introduction and then its
background in short. The submission of the views about the relevance and the importance of
the study is given in the first chapter setting its limitations. In the first part of the second
chapter, it. deals with the continuous assessment which sets the formative assessment in the
classroom and the present SBA descriptively and comparatively. There is a discussion in the

second part of the second chapter about the contrivance of the SBA at the classroom level in
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some foreign countries, and also about the place Sri Lanka occupies among them related to
the SBA.

The third chapter of the study deals with the informative literature related to this study and
the information about the various concepts of SBA. The assessment tools which are not used
in Sri Lanka but could probably be made use of in Grades 6 to 11 are given here. They are
presented in the appendix 1.

The methodology of study is given in the fourth chapter. It, deals with the basic
plans of study as a survey research under the descriptive research, and it provides clearly the
objectives of the study and the activities connected. The sample in use consists of 78 schools
of such grades as I AB, [ C and 2, 78 teachers, 48 Principals and 156 students from Grade 9,
156 students from Grade 11, all these are given in detail with numbers who responded. All
sources of obtaining data such as questionnaires, observation schedules, informal interviews,
and informal reports are also given in this chapter. Furthermore, how the research was
conducted, the way the data are analyzed, the problems and limitation are also included here
with descriptions.

All data presented here in related to the sample are being analyzed through the
percentage,charts and diagrams; the Attitudes being examined with the chi-square test and
one-way ANOVA test. all data are analyzed according to the objectives of the study. The
data are interpreted in the Fifth chapter.

In the sixth chapter, the conclusions are made and the followers practical
suggestions are made accordingly. Subjects should be divided in to parts as suitable for the
external and internal assessment. Simple and useful techniques should be used to report the
results of assessments. Curriculum should be oriented at the practical level as necessary.
These suggestions should be in implemented at the national level. There are also some

suggestions that can be implemented at the school level. They are as follows.

@ Provide feed back to implement assessment techniques recommended by this
study or the development of the students' skills since the teachers are highly

concerned with the written test.
